1801.8 North Lincolnshire Councillors Report
Cllr D Oldfield wished members a Happy New Year.
· On 14th December, 2017 a full NLC meeting was held & 2 petitions were handed in. The first with 1500 signatures opposing turning Kingsway Golf Course into a nature reserve. The second with over 20,000 signatures supporting the Market Traders remain in their current building.

These were considered and the Council voted to continue with the original plans.

· There was a flood alert recently in Burringham.

· Speed Check figures from the latest NATS meeting advise that 1,902 vehicles travel on Stone Lane daily, with average speed of 33.9mph.

Cllr Kissaglis commented he is concerned over the high number of vehicles travelling through the village, past the school each week.
